“(1) the total interest expense of the
worldwide affiliated group multiplied by
the ratio which the foreign assets of the
worldwide affiliated group bears to all the
assets of the worldwide affiliated group,
over

““(i1) the interest expense of all foreign
corporations which are members of the
worldwide affiliated group to the extent
such interest expense of such foreign cor-
porations would have been allocated and
apportioned to foreign source income if
this subsection were applied to a group
consisting of all the foreign corporations in
such worldwide affiliated group.

“(C) WORLDWIDE AFFILIATED GROUP.—
For purposes of this paragraph, the term
‘worldwide affiliated group’ means a group con-
sisting of—

“(1) the includible members of an af-
filated group (as defined 1in section

1504(a), determined without regard to
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paragraphs (2) and (4) of section
1504(b)), and
“(i1) all controlled foreign corpora-
tions in which such members in the aggre-
cate meet the ownership requirements of
section 1504 (a)(2) either directly or indi-
rectly through applying paragraph (2) of
section 958(a) or through applying rules
similar to the rules of such paragraph to
stock owned directly or indirectly by do-
mestic partnerships, trusts, or estates.

“(2) ALLOCATION AND APPORTIONMENT OF

ated group were a single corporation. For purposes
of the preceding sentence, the term ‘affiliated group’

“(3) TREATMENT OF TAX-EXEMPT ASSETS;
BASIS OF STOCK IN NONAFFILIATED 10-PERCENT

OWNED CORPORATIONS.

Amounts described in subparagraph (B) for any
base period year shall be such amounts as
shown on the most recent return filed for such
year; except that amended returns filed after
June 30, 2003, shall not be taken into account.
“(3) REDUCTION OF BENEFIT IF INCREASE IN

RELATED PARTY INDEBTEDNESS.—The amount of

dividends which would (but for this paragraph) be
taken into account under subsection (a) shall be re-

duced by the excess (if any) of—
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“(A) the amount of indebtedness of the
controlled foreign corporation to any related
person (as defined in section 954(d)(3)) as of
the close of the taxable year for which the elec-
tion under this section is in effect, over

“(B) the amount of indebtedness of the
controlled foreign corporation to any related
person (as so defined) as of the close of October
3, 2004.

All controlled foreign corporations with respect to
which the taxpayer is a United States shareholder
shall be treated as 1 controlled foreign corporation
for purposes of this paragraph.

“(4) REQUIREMENT TO INVEST IN UNITED
STATES.—Subsection (a) shall not apply to any divi-
dend received by a United States shareholder unless
the amount of the dividend is invested in the United
States pursuant to a domestic reinvestment plan
which—

“(A) is approved by the taxpayer’s presi-
dent, chief executive officer, or comparable offi-
cial before the payment of such dividend and
subsequently approved by the taxpayer’s board
of directors, management committee, executive

committee, or similar body, and
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“(B) provides for the reinvestment of such
dividend in the United States (other than as
payment for executive compensation), including
as a source for the funding of worker hiring
and training, infrastructure, research and devel-
opment, capital investments, or the financial
stabilization of the corporation for the purposes

of job retention or creation.

“(¢) DEFINITIONS AND SPECIAL RULES.—For pur-

poses of this section—

“(1) APPLICABLE FINANCIAL STATEMENT.—
The term ‘applicable financial statement’ means,
with respect to a United States shareholder, the
most recently audited financial statement (including
notes and other documents which accompany such
statement) which includes such shareholder—
“(A) which is certified on or before June
30, 2003, as being prepared in accordance with
eenerally accepted accounting principles, and
“(B) which is used for the purposes of a
statement or report—
“(1) to ereditors,
“(i1) to shareholders, or
“(i11) for any other substantial nontax

purpose.
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In the case of a corporation required to file a finan-
cial statement with the Securities and Exchange
Commission, such term means the most recent such
statement filed on or before June 30, 2003.

“(2) BASE PERIOD YEARS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The base period years
are the 3 taxable years—

“(1) which are among the 5 most re-
cent taxable years ending on or before
June 30, 2003, and

“(1)  which are determined by
disregarding—

“(I) 1 taxable year for which the
sum of the amounts desecribed in
clauses (1), (i1), and (ii1) of subsection
(b)(2)(B) 1s the largest, and

“(IT) 1 taxable year for which
such sum is the smallest.

“(B) SHORTER PERIOD.—If the taxpayer
has fewer than 5 taxable years ending on or be-
fore June 30, 2003, then in lieu of applying
subparagraph (A), the base period years shall
include all the taxable years of the taxpayer
ending on or before June 30, 2003.

“(C) MERGERS, ACQUISITIONS, ETC.—
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“(1) IN GENERAL.—Rules similar to
the rules of subparagraphs (A) and (B) of
section 41(f)(3) shall apply for purposes of
this paragraph.

“(11) SPIN-OFFS, ETC.—If there is a
distribution to which section 355 (or so
much of section 356 as relates to section
355) applies during the 5-year period re-
ferred to in subparagraph (A)(i) and the
controlled corporation (within the meaning

of section 355) 1s a United States

shareholder:
“(I) the controlled corporation
shall be treated as being in existence
during the period that the distributing

under section 243 or 245 for any dividend for which
a deduction is allowed under this section.

“(5) CONTROLLED GROUPS.—
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“(A) IN GENERAL.—AIl United States
shareholders which are members of an affiliated
eroup filing a consolidated return under section
1501 shall be treated as one United States
shareholder.

“(B)  APPLICATION  OF  $500,000,000
LIMIT.—AIl corporations which are treated as a
single employer under section 52(a) shall be
limited to one $500,000,000 amount in sub-
section (b)(1)(A), and such amount shall be di-
vided among such corporations under regula-
tions prescribed by the Secretary.

“(C) PERMANENTLY REINVESTED EARN-

INGS.—If a financial statement is an applicable
financial statement for more than 1 United
States shareholder, the amount applicable
under subparagraph (B) or (C) of subsection

(b)(1) shall be divided among such shareholders

under regulations prescribed by the Secretary.

“(d) DENIAL OF FOREIGN TAX CREDIT; DENIAL OF

“(1) FOREIGN TAX CREDIT.—No credit shall be

allowed under section 901 for any taxes paid or ac-
crued (or treated as paid or accrued) with respect to

(4) CONTRACT.—The term ‘“‘contract” means a
contract entered into under section 622 or 623.

(5) CONTRACT PAYMENT.—The term ‘“‘contract
payment” means a payment made under section 622
or 623 pursuant to a contract.

(6) PRODUCER OF QUOTA TOBACCO.—The term
“producer of quota tobacco” means an owner, oper-
ator, landlord, tenant, or sharecropper that shared
in the risk of producing tobacco on a farm where to-
bacco was produced or considered planted pursuant

to a tobacco farm poundage quota or farm acreage
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allotment established under part I of subtitle B of

title IIT of the Agricultural Adjustment Act of 1938
(7 U.S.C. 1311 et seq.).

(7) QuorAa TOBACCO.—The term ‘quota to-
bacco’” means a kind of tobacco that is subject to a
farm marketing quota or farm acreage allotment for
the 2004 tobacco marketing year under a marketing
quota or allotment program established under part
I of subtitle B of title III of the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Act of 1938 (7 U.S.C. 1311 et seq.).

(8) ToBACCO.—The term ‘“‘tobacco’” means
each of the following kinds of tobacco:

(A) Flue-cured tobacco, comprising types

11, 12, 13, and 14.

(B) Fire-cured tobacco, comprising types

22 and 23.

(C) Dark air-cured tobacco, comprising

types 35 and 36.

(D) Virginia sun-cured tobacco, comprising

type 37.

(E) Virginia fire-cured tobacco, comprising

type 21.

(F') Burley tobacco, comprising type 31.
(G) Cigar-filler and cigar-binder tobacco,

comprising types 42, 43, 44, 53, 54, and 55.
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(9) ToBACCO QUOTA HOLDER.—The term ‘‘to-
bacco quota holder” means a person that was an
owner of a farm, as of the date of enactment of this
title, for which a basic tobacco farm marketing
quota or farm acreage allotment for quota tobacco
was established for the 2004 tobacco marketing
year.

(10) ToBACCO TRUST FUND.—The term “To-
bacco Trust Fund” means the Tobacco Trust Fund
established under section 626.

(11)  SECRETARY.—The term  ‘“Secretary”
means the Secretary of Agriculture.

SEC. 622. CONTRACT PAYMENTS TO TOBACCO QUOTA
HOLDERS.

(a) CONTRACT OFFERED.—The Secretary shall offer
to enter into a contract with each tobacco quota holder

(e) DEATH OF TOBACCO PRODUCER.—If a producer

SEC. 624. ADMINISTRATION.

(a) TIME FOR PAYMENT OF CONTRACT PAY-

fiscal year shall be made by the Secretary as soon as prac-
ticable.

(b) USE OF COUNTY COMMITTEES TO RESOLVE Dis-

PUTES.—Any dispute regarding the eligibility of a person

to enter into a contract or to receive contract payments,
and any dispute regarding the amount of a contract pay-
ment, may be appealed to the county committee estab-

lished under section 8 of the Soil Conservation and Do-

(¢) ROLE OF NATIONAL APPEALS DIVISION.—Any

At least one of the projects designated
shall be located in, or within a 10-mile radius
of, an empowerment zone as designated pursu-
ant to section 1391, and at least one of the
projects designated shall be located in a rural
State. No more than one project shall be des-
ignated in a State. A project shall not be des-
ignated if such project includes a stadium or
arena for professional sports exhibitions or
games.

“(B) MINIMUM CONSERVATION AND TECH-

NOLOGY INNOVATION OBJECTIVES.—The Sec-
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retary, after consultation with the Adminis-
trator of the Environmental Protection Agency,
shall ensure that, in the ageregate, the projects
designated shall—

“(1) reduce electric consumption by
more than 150 megawatts annually as
compared to conventional generation,

“(11) reduce daily sulfur dioxide emis-
sions by at least 10 tons compared to coal
generation power,

“(11) expand by 75 percent the do-
mestic solar photovoltaic market in the
United States (measured in megawatts) as
compared to the expansion of that market
from 2001 to 2002, and

“(iv) use at least 25 megawatts of
fuel cell energy generation.

“(3) LIMITED DESIGNATIONS.—A project may
not be designated under this subsection unless—
“(A) the project is nominated by a State
or local government within 180 days of the en-
actment of this subsection, and
“(B) such State or local government pro-

vides written assurances that the project will
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satisfy the eligibility criteria described in para-
oraph (4).
“(4) APPLICATION.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A project may not be
designated under this subsection unless the ap-
plication for such designation includes a project
proposal which deseribes the energy efficiency,
renewable energy, and sustainable design fea-
tures of the project and demonstrates that the
project satisfies the following eligibility criteria:

“(1) GREEN BUILDING AND SUSTAIN-

ABLE DESIGN.—At least 75 percent of the

square footage of commercial buildings

which are part of the project is registered
for United States Green Building Council’s

LEED certification and is reasonably ex-

pected (at the time of the designation) to

receive such certification. For purposes of

determining LEED certification as re-

quired under this clause, points shall be
credited by using the following:

“(I) For wood products, certifi-

cation under the Sustainable Forestry

Initiative Program and the American

Tree Farm System.
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“(IT) For renewable wood prod-
ucts, as credited for recycled content
otherwise provided under LEED cer-
tification.

“(ITT) For composite wood prod-
ucts, certification under standards es-
tablished by the American National
Standards Institute, or such other vol-
untary standards as published in the
Federal Register by the Administrator
of the Environmental Protection
Agency.

“(11) BROWNFIELD REDEVELOP-
MENT.—The project includes a brownfield
site as defined by section 101(39) of the
Comprehensive  Environmental Response,
Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980
(42 U.S.C. 9601), including a site de-
seribed 1in subparagraph (D)(i1)(1I)(aa)
thereof.

“(i11) STATE AND LOCAL SUPPORT.—
The project receives specific State or local
covernment resources which will support
the project in an amount equal to at least

$5,000,000. For purposes of the preceding
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sentence, the term ‘resources’ includes tax
abatement benefits and contributions in
kind.

“(iv) S1zBE.—The project includes at
least one of the following:

“(I) At least 1,000,000 square
feet of building.

“(II) At least 20 acres.

“(v) USE OF TAX BENEFIT.—The
project proposal includes a description of
the net benefit of the tax-exempt financing
provided under this subsection which will
be allocated for financing of one or more
of the following:

“(I) The purchase, construction,
integration, or other use of energy ef-
ficiency, renewable energy, and sus-
tainable design features of the project.

“(IT) Compliance with certifi-
cation standards cited under clause
(1).

“(ITI) The purchase, remediation,
and foundation construction and prep-

aration of the brownfields site.
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“(vi) PROHIBITED FACILITIES.—An
issue shall not be treated as an issue de-
seribed in subsection (a)(14) if any pro-
ceeds of such issue are used to provide any
facility the principal business of which is
the sale of food or alcoholic beverages for
consumption on the premises.

“(vit) EMPLOYMENT.—The project is
projected to provide permanent employ-
ment of at least 1,500 full time equivalents
(150 full time equivalents in rural States)
when completed and construction employ-
ment of at least 1,000 full time equivalents

(100 full time equivalents in rural States).

The application shall include an independent
analysis which describes the project’s economic
impact, including the amount of projected em-

ployment.

“(B) PROJECT DESCRIPTION.—Each appli-

cation described in subparagraph (A) shall con-

tain for each project a deseription of—

“(1) the amount of electric consump-
tion reduced as compared to conventional

construction,
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“(i1) the amount of sulfur dioxide
daily emissions reduced compared to coal
generation,

“(11) the amount of the gross in-
stalled capacity of the project’s solar pho-
tovoltaic capacity measured in megawatts,
and

“(iv) the amount, in megawatts, of

the project’s fuel cell energy generation.

“(5) CERTIFICATION OF USE OF TAX BEN-
EFIT.—No later than 30 days after the completion
of the project, each project must certify to the Sec-
retary that the net benefit of the tax-exempt financ-
mmg was used for the purposes desceribed in para-

oraph (4).

DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this

subsection—

“(A) RURAL STATE.—The term ‘rural

State” means any State which has—

“(1) a population of less than
4,500,000 according to the 2000 census,
