7. Page 5, Line 19.  Strike “a credit transaction or”. 
 

8. Page 6, Line 4.  Insert “Permitted entities must develop and use an electronic signature 
process in accordance with all Federal laws and requirements as designated by the 
Commissioner.” at the end of (f)(2). 
 

9. Page 6: Lines 15.  Strike “may”. 
 

10. Page 6: Lines 16.  Insert “shall” before “conduct”. 
 

11. Page 7: Line 1.  Insert “may” before “terminate”. 
 

12. Page 7, Line 4.  Insert “and may terminate or suspend services for any permitted entity as 
necessary to enforce any violation of this section or of any certification made under this 
section” before the period. 
 

13. Page 7: Line 16.  Strike “, pursuant to an audit described in paragraph (1)(A),”. 
 

14. Page 9, Line 12. Insert “, but in all cases shall be fully reimbursed under paragraph
